Washington High School    

(WHS - Somerset County) and 

Wicomico High School (WiHi - 

Wicomico County)  are partici-

pating in the Delmarva Educa-

tion Foundation College/Career 

Access Program (DEF-CCAP) 

through start-up grant money 

from the Jack Kent Cooke Foun-

dation. The purpose of the pro-

gram is to assist high school 

juniors and seniors prepare for 

their enrollment in a two– or 

four-year post secondary col-

lege experience (with both the 

admission process and applying 

for financial aid), a career or 

technical program, or to help 

students land their first “real 

job.” The CCAP advisors, have 

observed that exposure of the 

program has been key in the 

success of our mission thus far.  

Sunceraha Reynolds and 

Stephanie Gilbert have spoken 

to the junior and senior classes 

of Wicomico High School to 

introduce the program and their 

role in assisting with students’ 

post-graduation plans. At class 

assemblies letters of introduc-

tion were distributed, and ques-

tionnaires were given to the 

juniors in preparation for the 

next school year. These out-

reach efforts were a success; 

there was an immediate re-

sponse by students. Joan Davis, 

CCAP advisor at Washington 

High School, has been “moving” 

as well.  She has met with high 

school staff to help expose the 

CCAP to students, in addition to 

having an assembly with the 

juniors. Her success is exempli-

fied by the feedback as well.

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Delmarva Education Foundation was awarded a Start-up Grant from the Jack Kent Cooke Foundation to imple-

ment a College and Career Access Program (CCAP) over two years, starting with pilot programs in Somerset and 

Wicomico counties. The second year of funding is partially dependent on securing matching funds. With the suc-

cess of the pilot CCAPs, DEF also plans to expand the program to high schools throughout it’s seven-county re-

gion. Further support from local businesses, individuals and the educational communities as well as additional 

grants will be necessary to reach this goal. 

Delmarva Education Foundation wel-

comes Dr. Michael Nugent as the        

Director for its new College and Career 

Access Program (CCAP), made possible 

with funding through a Start-up Grant 

from the Jack Kent Cooke Foundation. 

Recognizing that college access programs can dramatically  

boost the college-going potential of Maryland 's students, the  

Jack Kent Cooke Foundation is investing $1 million during 2005 

and 2006 to help build such programs across the state. The Jack 

Kent Cooke Foundation inaugurated this funding with two grants 

worth $95,000 each to communities in Montgomery, Somerset, 

and Wicomico Counties. The programs will use the grants to help 

more students, especially those from low-income areas, prepare to 

attend postsecondary education.  

 

The program on the Eastern Shore, will initially focus on those stu-

dents attending Wicomico High School (Wicomico County)  

and Washington High School (Somerset County).  

Through a collaboration by both the Board of Education from both 

counties and the Delmarva Education Foundation, Advisors will be 

working with the students through-out the remainder of this school 

year and next year in its entirety in an effort to help students 

achieve their dreams.  

 

The Jack Kent Cooke Foundation is a private, independent  

foundation established in 2000 by the will of Jack Kent Cooke. Its 

mission is to help young people of exceptional promise reach their 

full potential through education.. To fulfill its mission, the Founda-

tion provides scholarships for high-achieving students  

with financial need.
